We have enjoyed so many talented persons
we have seen through the years, we have
chosen two more performers who were col-
orful but had very different methods of pre-
senting themselves and their material.

A new jazz club had formed south of us in
the valley and was advertising their feature
for the monthly Sunday meeting as Anita
O’Day with her small group. She had a fine
husky voice and sang with an individual hip
style. Among the songs she performed was
“Her Tears Flowed Like Wine” which she
sang when she was with the Stan Kenton
Band. While with the Gene Krupa band, she
teamed up with trumpeter Roy Eldridge and
made famous “Let Me Off Uptown”. Sing-
ing songs from the past made her perform-
ance lively and exciting.

The next artist we chose was Lena Horne
who performed in a theater in Los Angeles.
We regret that we cannot recall the name of
the theater. However, we do remember her
and how lovely she looked. Her performance
was outstanding. She of course sang
“Stormy Weather” and also “I’ve Got A
Right to Sing the Blues”, as well as many
other selections. We were fortunate enough
to have the opportunity to see her perform
more than once. An unforgettably beautiful
and talented lady.

Jazz Pioneer
This month we honor the great drummer,
Cozy Cole, born William Randolph Cole
in East Orange, New Jersey on October 17,
1909.

Cozy was an American jazz drummer who
scored a #1 Cashbox magazine hit with the
record "Topsy Part 2". "Topsy" peaked at
number three on Billboard Hot 100, and at
number one on the R&B chart. It sold over
one million copies, and was awarded a gold
disc. The track peaked at #29 in the UK
Singles Chart in 1958. The recording con-
tained a lengthy drum solo, and was one of
the few drum solo recordings that ever
made the Billboard Hot 100 chart. The sin-
gle was issued on the tiny Brooklyn-based
Love Records label.

His first music job was with Wilbur Sweat-
man in 1928. In 1930 he played for Jelly
Roll Morton's Red Hot Peppers, recording
an early drum solo on "Load of Cole". He
spent 1931-33 with Blanche Calloway,
1933-34 with Benny Carter, 1935-36 with
Willie Bryant, 1936-38 with Stuff Smith's
small combo, and 1938-42 with Cab
Calloway. In 1942, he was hired by CBS
Radio music director Raymond Scott as
part of network radio's first mixed-race
orchestra. After that he played with Louis
Armstrong's All Stars.

Cole appeared in music-related films, includ-
ing a brief cameo in Don't Knock the Rock.
Throughout the 1960s and 1970s Cole con-
tinued to perform in a variety of settings.
Cole and Gene Krupa often played duets at
the Metropole in New York City during the
1950s and 1960s.

He died of cancer in 1981, in Columbus,
Ohio.

Cole is cited as an influence by many con-
temporary rock drummers, including Cozy
Powell, who took his nickname 'Cozy' from
Cole.

On a personal note, during college days
your editor enjoyed Cozy’s playing at the
Latin Quarters Club in Manhattan in the
early ’50s. He would always sit at our table
for a drink and friendly talk between sets. It
was a thrill for us kids. Unfortunately, we
never caught him in duet with Gene Krupa
at the Metropole, but did hear other greats
at that venue.

April 8, 2012

The Bible’s New Testament teaches that
the Resurrection of Jesus, which Easter
celebrates, is a foundational tenet of the
Christian faith. The Resurrection estab-
lished Jesus as the powerful Son of God
(Messiah) as he stated and as prophesied in
the Old Testament. God has given Chris-
tians "a new birth into a living hope of eter-
nal life through the Resurrection of Jesus
Christ from the dead".

Easter is linked to the Passover and the
Exodus from Egypt recorded in the Torah
section of the Hebrew Scriptures (Tanakh)
via the timing of Jesus' Last Supper and
Crucifixion that preceded the Resurrection.
According to the New Testament, Jesus
gave the Passover meal a new meaning, as
he prepared himself and his disciples for
his death in the upper room during the Last
Supper. He identified the bread and the cup
of wine as representing his body soon to be
sacrificed and his blood soon to be shed. St.
Paul states, " . . . For Christ, our Passover
lamb, has been sacrificed"; this refers to the
allegory of Jesus as the Paschal (Passover)
lamb.

One interpretation of the Gospel of John is
that Jesus, as the Passover lamb, was cruci-
fied at roughly the same time of day as the
Passover lambs were being slain in the tem-
ple, on the afternoon of Nisan 14, thus plac-
ing the resurrection on Nisan 17, the tradi-
tional day of the Feast of First Fruits.

Passover
April 7 (sundown April 6), 2012

Passover is a Jewish holiday and festival. It
commemorates the story of the Exodus, in
which the ancient Israelites were freed from
slavery in Egypt. Passover begins at sun-
down on the 14th day of the month of Nisan
in the Jewish calendar and is celebrated for
seven or eight days. It is one of the most
widely observed Jewish holidays.

= | In the narrative of the Exodus, the Torah

tells that G_d helped the Children of Israel
escape slavery in Egypt by inflicting ten
plagues upon the Egyptians before Pharaoh
would release his Israelite slaves; the tenth
and worst of the plagues was the slaughter of
the first-born. The lIsraelites were instructed
to mark the doorposts of their homes with
the blood of a spring lamb and, upon seeing
this, the Spirit of the Lord passed over these
homes, an easy way to remember the holi-
day. When Pharach freed the Israelites, it is
said that they left in such a hurry that they
could not wait for bread dough to rise (via
leaven). In commemoration, for the duration
of Passover, no leavened bread is eaten, for
which reason it is called "The Festival of the
Unleavened Bread". Matzo (flat unleavened
bread) is a symbol of the holiday.

Together with Shavuot ("Pentecost") and
Sukkot ("Tabernacles"), Passover is one of
the three pilgrimage festivals during which
the entire Jewish populace historically made
a pilgrimage to the Temple in Jerusalem.
Samaritans still make this pilgrimage to
Mount Gerizim, but only men participate in
public worship.

Earth Day
April 22, 2012
Each year, Earth Day — April 22 — marks
the anniversary of what many consider the
birth of the modern environmental move-
ment in 1970.

The height of hippie and flower-child culture
in the United States, 1970 brought the death
of Jimi Hendrix, the last Beatles album, and
Simon & Garfunkel’s “Bridge Over Trou-
bled Water”. Protest was the order of the
day, but saving the planet was not the cause.
War raged in Vietnam, and students nation-
wide increasingly opposed it.

At the time, Americans were slurping leaded
gas through massive V8 sedans. Industry
4 belched out smoke and sludge with little fear
of legal consequences or bad press. Air pol-
lution was commonly accepted as the smell
of prosperity. “Environment” was a word

than on the evening news. Although main-
stream America remained oblivious to envi-
ronmental concerns, the stage had been set
for change by the publication of Rachel Car-
son's New York Times bestseller Silent
Spring in 1962. The book represented a wa-
tershed moment for the modern environ-
| mental movement, selling more than 500,000
copies in 24 countries.

The idea came to Earth Day founder Gaylord
Nelson, then a U.S. Senator from Wisconsin,
after witnessing the ravages of the 1969 mas-
sive oil spill in Santa Barbara, California.

SRS | with an emerging public consciousness about

air and water pollution, it would force envi-
ronmental protection onto the national politi-
W cal agenda. Senator Nelson announced the
idea for a “national teach-in on the environ-
| ment” to the national media; persuaded Pete
McCloskey, a conservation-minded Republi-
can Congressman, to serve as his co-chair;
and recruited Denis Hayes as national coor-
dinator.

As a result, on the 22nd of April, 1970, 20
million Americans took to the streets, parks,
and auditoriums to demonstrate for a healthy,
sustainable environment in massive coast-to-
coast rallies. Thousands of colleges and uni-
versities organized protests against the dete-
rioration of the environment. The movement
lives on today.
